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Notes: After the Missouri, Kansas, Nebraska, lowa, South Dakota, North
Dakota and Montana landscapes we have entered the Bitterroot Mountains.

This is a wild and natural place. We now can understand the difficulty that @
Lewis and Clark had in getting over this obstacle. From our research we
learned that this area in Idaho is known to be "the wildest area in the lower Kansas
48 states". The terrain is very rugged and the woods dense. Crossing the . )
Continental Divide we encountered streams and rivers that were on a swift Missouri
course to travel west to the Pacific. We spotted many boaters running the
white water rapids.
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Over the Bitterroot mountains and down the Clearwater River through
a densely wild environment that transcends into smooth rolling green
hills. The landscape brings us on a journey through a full spectrum of
emotion from pure nature energy to sublime harmony. This view looks
back East, over the town of Orofino. This is where Lewis and Clark
were helped by the Nez Perce to continue on their journey.
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
