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The land seems to go to seed as the flat plain begins to push
upward with buttes that dot the horizon. The depressions in the
landscape become pockets of lush green rolling hills that hold a
simple and steady rhythm to their shape. This view is just South of
New Town looking across to the western buttes allowing points of
navigation for all travelers through history.
